Contraband includes but is not limited to the following.

Radio/CD players Alcohol Knives/weapons

Shoe skates e-cigarettes/cigarettes Matches/lighters

Cameras Projectiles Fireworks

Collector cards Water guns Candy/ chewing gum

Skateboards Whistles Toys (“Kendama”, Marbles,
etc.)

Students in possession of contraband will be disciplined and the item (s) will be confiscated.

Cell Phone Policy

Must be turned off upon arrival on campus and remain off until the end of the school day.

Secure phone in safe place and in the off position. Any use of a cell phone or any disruption
caused by the cell phone during school hours will result in the phone being confiscated and held
until the end of the school day in the office.
